Agenda / Discussion

1. Approve previous month’s minutes: Passed, January’s meeting minutes will be presented in March’s meeting.  
2. Spring  

a. Registrations – Mike Brodeur provided there are 460 players registered. The U10’s were not submitted at the January 8th MAYS meeting.  U6, U7, and U8 registrations are still open. The following registrations are closed:

i. U10G – closed
ii. U12G – closed
iii. U12B – closed
iv. U16B – closed 
b. MAYS Deadlines – The MAYS season starts April 1.  U10’s still need to be submitted.  All team cards were submitted last Sunday, except U10’s. 
c. Field Discussions:  
i. Grover Field – Field Coordinator: Ed Mullarkey.  Field is used for U12 and above.  Will be used for all 11v11 games. And maybe some 8v8 practices.   Continue to let the opposing team coaches know that parking is only allowed on one side of the street and to obey posted parking signs.    

ii. Hood Field – Field Coordinator: Mark McGowan. Will be used for the U8 program.     

iii. West River Field – Field Coordinator: Mike Brodeur. Should be OK for the fall.   

iv. Clough School – Will be lined for an 8v8 field.  There is no storage at Clough, the Hood Shed will be used for storage. 

v. Nipmuc Practice Field – Field Coordinator: Pete Bloznalis.  ½ the field can be used after 6:00pm during the week.  It may be big enough for the U6’s or U8’s.  Possibly a U10 game field.  It will have to walked down to determine its’ best use.

3. Men’s Club Auction Donation – In the past, MUYSA has donated two registrations to the auction.  

Ken Perregaux motioned to provide two free registrations to the Upton Men’s Club Auction to be auctioned off.  The motion was seconded by Mike Campagna. The motion passed unanimously.  

4. Soccer Balls Donated by Dean Bank – The Board has accepted an offer from Dean Bank for soccer balls in the spring.  Ken has provided the details back to the bank for the size and number of balls.  Ken will provide an update at the next meeting.  The Board is considering putting a thank you to Dean Bank on the Club website. 

5. Registration Going Forward

6. Coaches Education – Mike Poe has coordinated two Coaches education courses to be offered in the Spring 2006:

i. “G” course – Sunday March 5th, 9:00am to 1:00pm at Miscoe Hill School.  Good course to become familiar with coaching.

ii. “F” course – Sunday March 12th, 8:00am to 5:00pm at Miscoe Hill School. To attend the “F” course the “G” has to be completed.
iii. The cost of the course is paid by the student and is reimbursed by MUYSA. 

iv. Participants can pre-register at MAYouthsoccer.org with a credit card.
b. Mike Poe is coordinating informational coaching sessions for the spring.  Greg Gomes will conduct a Goal Keeper session for both coaches and players.  Mike Poe will contact the Hab to set up space for the clinic.  
7. Referee Coordinator – Chris Wojtowicz provided there will be a Level 9 Referee Course on March 13th and 16th from 5:45pm to 9:45pm at the Mendon Senior Center.  The participants are required to pay the course fee, but if they are Mendon or Upton referees, their uniform will be provided by MUYSA.  The uniform is a shirt, shorts and socks.   The cost of the course is $25.00 and an additional $25.00 for the License. 
8. Scholarship Committee Update – Mark Murray provided the updated forms will be provided to Nimpuc and BVT.  The committee is finalizing the rating criteria. The scholarship is open to both Nipmuc and Blackstone Valley students.  There will be two $500.00 scholarships.

b. Double sided practice net – The purchase of this net was approved at the January meeting.  Mike Campagna will coordinate the delivery of the net with Chris Schimp.
