vi. Memorial School Field – Ken Perregaux will request for the fall.  It could be used for a U10 field.

vii. Kiwanis Field – the field is seeded and the irrigation system is installed.  MYUSA will continue to work with the Upton Parks and Rec committee to determine if it will be available in the fall.

6. Equipment Update:
