Agenda / Discussion

1. Approve previous month’s minutes: January and February’s meeting minutes were sent to the board fro review.  Ken Perregaux motioned to accept the meeting minutes.  Don Morin seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.   
2. Spring  

a. Registrations – Mike Brodeur provided there are 455 players registered. The U14 Boys are still open and the U10 rosters still need updating.  The following registrations are closed:

1. U10G – closed
2. U12G – closed
3. U12B – closed
4. U16B – closed 
i. Fill-in Players – the U14 Boys are having trouble filling the rosters. Pete Bloznalis discussed using fill-in players when required.  The discussion focused on using the part time players only when needed and if they were to be full time players, then all club fees would apply.  Having the fill-in players would preclude having to forfeit games. 

Pete Bloznalis motioned that coaches, at their discretion, may add fill-in players provided the insurance is paid, the rosters are updated, and players have Pass Cards for the Spring Season 2006. The motion was seconded by Don Morin. The motion passed unanimously.  

ii.  Waivers for players playing up – A player who was playing up was injured in the past.  The decision for a player to play up is made by the players’ parent(s).  For example: the U12 Boys are full and there are openings in U14Boys.  The players and parent(s) may opt to have the player play for U14 Boys.  Parents have to be aware of where their child is playing.  There is no additional form required.  
b. MAYS Update – The MAYS season starts April 1. Don Morin attended the last meeting.  Don passed in all outstanding rosters with the exception of the U10’s.  In the last week of March the Rosters and Pass Cards will be available at the MAYS meeting.   NOTE: All volunteers are required to have CORI forms completed, submitted, and approved by MAYS.  If you are a coach and have volunteers helping with anything, a CORI form has to be completed.  Age group coordinators should ensure all coaches, assistant coaches and volunteers have the CORI forms completed. 
c. Field Discussions:  
ai. Grover Field*– Field Coordinator: Ed Mullarkey.  Field is used for U12 and above.  Will be used for all 11v11 games. 
aii. Hood Field – Field Coordinator: Mark McGowan. Will be used for the U8 program.     

aiii. West River Field – Field Coordinator: Mike Brodeur. The field is good for games this spring.     

aiv. Clough School* – Field can be used after March 26.  Will be lined for an 8v8 field.  There is no storage at Clough, the Hood Shed will be used for storage. 

av. Nipmuc Practice Field – Field Coordinator: Pete Bloznalis.  ½ the field can be used after 6:00pm during the week.  It may be used for U6’s or U7’s. It will also be shared with UYC baseball two nights per week. 

* The fertilization has been paid by MUYSA for these fields.

3. Men’s Club Auction Donation – In the past, MUYSA has donated two registrations to the auction.  This item was approved in the February meeting. 
4. Registration Going Forward

a. The committee has made little progress.  Mike Brodeur, the chairperson, will get the members together and to continue the evaluation.

5. Coaches Education – Mike Poe has coordinated two Coaches education courses to be offered in the Spring 2006:

ai. “G” course – The course was held on Sunday March 5th, from 9:00am to 1:00pm at Miscoe Hill School.  The course was attendee by 16 participants, 13 were from MUYSA.
aii. “F” course – Sunday March 12th, 8:00am to 5:00pm at Miscoe Hill School. To attend the “F” course the “G” has to be completed. Participants can pre-register at MAYouthsoccer.org with a credit card. The cost of the course is paid by the student and is reimbursed by MUYSA

b. Mike Poe is coordinating informational coaching sessions for the spring.  Greg Gomes will conduct a Goal Keeper session for both coaches and players.  Mike Poe is working with the Hab to set up space for 90 minutes to have the clinic.  The clinic will be held in March.  Mike will also contact Gary Crompton to set up a model coaching session for the spring.  It would be good for the U8 and U10 coaches coming up.  
6. Referee Coordinator – It was provided there will be a Level 9 Referee Course on March 13th and 16th from 5:45pm to 9:45pm at the Mendon Senior Center.  The participants are required to pay the course fee, but if they are Mendon or Upton referees, their uniform will be provided by MUYSA.  The uniform is a shirt, shorts and socks.   The cost of the course is $25.00 and an additional $25.00 for the License. 
7. Scholarship Committee Update – Mark Murray did an excellent job updating the forms.  The updated forms have been provided to Nimpuc and BVT.  The committee is finalizing the rating criteria. The scholarship is open to both Nipmuc and Blackstone Valley students.  There will be two $500.00 scholarships.  The forms have to be returned fro evaluation by April 15th.  
8. Equipment Update:  
a. Equipment Coordinator – Chris Schimp brought a sample of a first time coaches package that included pinnies, cones, practice balls and a first aid kit.  Game Balls will be provided at the next meeting.  Chris has ordered 50 cases of paint.  New nets are available for the goals that need them.
b. Participation Awards – sports bottles will be provided as participation awards.  Chris has ordered 500 bottles.  A sample will be provided at a future meeting.
c. Uniforms – The Soccer Spot will continue to provide uniforms.  We are waiting for a final count from the Soccer Spot.  Chris is working on jackets from Soccer Wholesale.  Two samples were presented.  The price would be $25.00 for a Youth and $28.00 for an adult.  The club requested Chris to investigate the pricing to have the MUYSA emblem embroidered.     
9. New Vice President Officer – Mike Brodeur has amended the by-laws of the club to include the VP position.  The amendments include the order-of-succession and the naming of the position.  The purpose of the position is to be outward facing for the Club and will interface with other sports clubs and town committees.  The VP will also be the interface with organization and business’s who would support the Club.  The position will be petitioned next month and a person voted into the position in June.  

10. Other Items:

a. Soccer Balls Donated by Dean Bank – The Board has accepted an offer from Dean Bank for soccer balls in the spring.  Ken has ordered 400 balls and provided the details back to the bank for the size and number of balls.  The balls should be available in a month or two.  The Board is considering putting a thank you to Dean Bank on the Club website. 

b. Web Site – Matt Collins is the web site coordinator.  Matt still needs the schedule when they become available.
c. Shed for West River – Dave Adams will investigate what type of shed can be put at West River.  
d. Mass Youth Soccer Annual Meeting – The meeting will be held March 18th in Boxboro.  There is a full day of model sessions and topic specific meetings.  Several of the agenda items pertain to tryouts.  Mike Brodeur will be attending, please contact Mike if you would also like to attend.
